COMMUNICATIONS: 

A note from Mary Ellen Chandler thanking the Association for the donation to the Kena Transportation Fund.

OFICERS REPORTS: 

All Officers in attendance reported, with the majority of comments reflecting their pleasure in being in the Oasis of Almas Shrine and also thanking Don and Debbie for their hard work.
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

By-Laws and Rules Committee:
A proposal was again made by the committee to change the inspection of units that were participating in obstacle and/or slow race only. These units would report at their scheduled time to the inspection area where they would be informally inspected by the Officer or Past President in charge. The inspecting Officer would verify the proper equipment – uniform displaying the MAASMC patch and identifying their Shrine Center and unit – and a DOT Helmet
This proposal was briefly discussed and passed with the addition of a check-list for the inspecting Officer. 
A proposal was made and passed to increase the stopping distance for 3 & 4 wheel obstacle course to 25’ and to make the penalty for crossing the stop line in this and the 2-wheel obstacle course 10 seconds.

A discussion was had on the need for a Sports Car class in the Show Cars and possibly also in parade. It was requested that the Zembo Sports Car Unit forward to us their guidelines for this class.   
Trophy & Awards Committee:
It was discovered that we still needed a Plate made for Class 7B – Obstacle Course, which was so directed.
Uniforms Committee:
It was decided by a majority vote to continue uses the old style black cap with mesh back and liner.

Those in attendance voiced their concern over the price of the jackets. The Secretary was directed to contact Bill Skinner about the price and Don Ferguson’s Presidents shirt.

Membership Committee:

Tom Kennerly reported that he had again sent letters to the inactive units and Shrine Centers in MASA.
